
 

Our minimum target for attendance is 97% 
Our overall attendance for 2017/2018 is 96.5% which is below our expected 

attendance and is lower than 2016/2017 at 96.7% 
Unfortunately, whole school attendance has fallen lower than last academic year- much 
of this is because of families taking holidays during term time. During the summer term 

children have lost a total of 216 days for un-agreed holidays.  For the whole of the 
academic year this total is 348 school days lost to un-agreed holidays. For the academic 
year 16/17, children lost 250.5 days to un-agreed holidays so there has been a significant 

increase -  almost 100 days more in 17/18 as compared to 16/17. We do not authorise 
holidays during term time and where appropriate we will submit paperwork to the LA 
for fines to be issued. In 2016/2017 the local authority fined three of our families due to 

taking holidays during term time. In 2017/2018 eight of our families have currently 
been fined. We will be contacting families to arrange meetings with those who have 
attendance below 95%, and those who have more than 3 ‘L’ or ‘U’ marks during the 

summer term. This will be with Mrs Round, Mrs Faley and a local authority attendance 
officer. Also please note, if your child’s attendance drops below 92% then we will not be 

authorising your child’s absence unless evidence is provided.
